PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION     
a) A member of public spoke to the Council about an on-going issue regarding the BT internet account at the Public Hall when The Underground was running.  As far they are concerned there is no outstanding personal debt, but Enterprise House keep getting payment demands from BT. As the Internet account is no longer validated, the named account holder, cannot access it, nor Enterprise House as the connected address and receiver of the demands. The Clerk and Cllr Perry have tried to resolve it with BT but to no avail.
As this has been going on for over 8 months, the member of public asked the Council to take control of the account, (with regard to the Public Hall the Council is the owner of last resort) and resolve the issue so that their names can be cleared.
b) An update was given on the Community Wind Turbine Energy Project.
Planning permission was granted last year, originally to be connected to a heat network, but this has proved not viable, so it will be a stand-alone turbine.
The second option was to supply SpArC with electricity, but as well as an imminent tenancy renewal, Engage Electrical Ltd have said the turbine (High Voltage) is not compatible with SpArC, (Low Voltage).
The only option left is to supply the grid directly.
50 people have expressed an interest in joining an Energy Club, whereby they will get discount. A grant would be needed of around £700,000.
The meeting was suspended at 7.55pm due to the fire alarm going off. Everyone evacuated the building. The building was checked by both Councillors and the Fire Brigade who had attended. It was deemed safe to return.
RESOLVED The meeting be continued at 8.06pm. Proposed Cllr Embrey; Seconded Cllr Carroll. All in favour.
Cllr Perry continued to assist the Fire Brigade with the check and therefore was not present straightaway, and not every member of the public returned.
b) The update was continued.
The group are considering putting in for permission to build a taller turbine. Raising the tip height from 80m to 100m would provide 20% more electricity. This would require grants of £300,000.
Everyone for their support, including the Council.
c) An update on the Food Resilience Strategy, as part of the Shropshire Good Food Partnership was given.
The aim is to foster strong food resilience strategies by working with food producers, suppliers, parish councils and other organisations (such as the Food Banks) to make pathways and partnerships which will respond quickly and efficiently when there are food shocks such as in the pandemic.
Cllr Perry returned to the meeting 8.20pm.
A Food Resilience Policy has been sent to Councillors for them to read and digest. Being pro-active will create a faster response to any crisis. The policy can be adapted for issues with water and energy.
Councillors were asked to read it and afterwards the group would like to talk with Councillors to formulate a plan of action and conduct a community consultation before a final approval by Council.
